Domestic Violence Support Group
Monday 6:00 pm—7:30 pm

Ages 0—17 years

Day and evening support groups are provided for children
who have been effected by domestic violence. The groups
are activity based and focus on safety. Support groups are
available to all LACASA clients.

Individual Counseling

Day and evening appointments are available

Ages 4—17 years

One-on-one counseling is available to children and youth who
have been effected by domestic violence, sexual assault or
child abuse. Counseling is focused on safety planning,
exploration of feelings and personal expression. Please Note:
Counseling is not required for parents.

Building Blocks

Tuesday 6:00 pm—7:30 pm

Ages 6—12 years

Building blocks is a 12-week support group for children who
have experienced sexual abuse. This group provides a safe
and confidential space to continue healing from the impact of
abuse. Group activities are designed to encourage
expression of feelings and assist with building self esteem.

4-H Club

Thursday 5:30 pm—7:00 pm

Ages 6—17 years

LACASA's activity-based 4-H club is offered to children who
have been effected by domestic violence, sexual assault or
child abuse. During 4-H club children work on craft projects
such as wood-working, ceramics, painting or sewing. Club
time is focused on self expression and having fun and is open
to all LACASA Clients.

Child Care

Short-term child care arrangements may be available to
current shelter residents and parents who utilize counseling
services. Child care is available to shelter residents for a
maximum of 2 hours while taking care of personal

needs. Child care is also available to parents during their
counseling session for 1 hour. Time must be scheduled with
a LACASA counselor in advance.
